Service Notes | Sundays after Pentecost 

For centuries, the Christian Church has worshiped according to the Church Year.  The 
Church Year begins in December with the season of Advent.  The first six months of the 
church year (December through May/June) follow the life of Christ from his birth until his 
suffering, death, and resurrection on Easter Sunday. Last Sunday, the Festival of the Holy 
Trinity marked the beginning of the second half of the church year. The second six 
months of the church year (June through November) follow the teachings of Christ. 
 
On this, the last Sunday of the church year, it is appropriate for us meditate on God’s 
promise to provide for us—especially because Thanksgiving is only four days away. In 
every aspect of our lives, God provides. “He has given me clothing and shoes, food and 
drink, house and home, wife and children, and all my possessions. He does this all out of 
pure, fatherly, divine goodness and mercy. For all this I ought to thank Him, praise him, 
and serve him, and obey him.” Today, we take the time to thank God for all he provides for 
us: both here on earth and forever in eternity!

Children’s Message 

First Reading | Genesis 22:1-18 | 
1 Some time later God tested Abraham. He said to him, “Abraham!” 
“Here I am,” he replied. 
2 Then God said, “Take your son, your only son, whom you love—Isaac—and go to 

the region of Moriah. Sacrifice him there as a burnt offering on a mountain I will 
show you.” 

3 Early the next morning Abraham got up and loaded his donkey. He took with 
him two of his servants and his son Isaac. When he had cut enough wood for the 
burnt offering, he set out for the place God had told him about. 4 On the third day 
Abraham looked up and saw the place in the distance. 5 He said to his servants, 
“Stay here with the donkey while I and the boy go over there. We will worship and 
then we will come back to you.” 

6 Abraham took the wood for the burnt offering and placed it on his son 
Isaac, and he himself carried the fire and the knife. As the two of them went on 
together, 7 Isaac spoke up and said to his father Abraham, “Father?” 

“Yes, my son?” Abraham replied. 
“The fire and wood are here,” Isaac said, “but where is the lamb for the burnt 

offering?” 
8 Abraham answered, “God himself will provide the lamb for the burnt offering, 

my son.” And the two of them went on together. 
9 When they reached the place God had told him about, Abraham built an 

altar there and arranged the wood on it. He bound his son Isaac and laid him on the 
altar, on top of the wood. 10 Then he reached out his hand and took the knife to slay 
his son. 11 But the angel of the LORD called out to him from heaven, “Abraham! 
Abraham!” 

“Here I am,” he replied. 
12 “Do not lay a hand on the boy,” he said. “Do not do anything to him. Now I 

know that you fear God, because you have not withheld from me your son, your 
only son.” 
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13 Abraham looked up and there in a thicket he saw a ram caught by its 
horns. He went over and took the ram and sacrificed it as a burnt offering instead 
of his son. 14 So Abraham called that place The LORD Will Provide. And to this day it 
is said, “On the mountain of the LORD it will be provided.” 

15 The angel of the LORD called to Abraham from heaven a second time 16 and 
said, “I swear by myself, declares the LORD, that because you have done this and 
have not withheld your son, your only son, 17 I will surely bless you and make your 
descendants as numerous as the stars in the sky and as the sand on the 
seashore. Your descendants will take possession of the cities of their 
enemies, 18 and through your offspring all nations on earth will be blessed, because 
you have obeyed me.”

11 I am not 
saying this because I am in need, for I have learned to be content whatever the 
circumstances. 12 I know what it is to be in need, and I know what it is to have 
plenty. I have learned the secret of being content in any and every situation, 
whether well fed or hungry, whether living in plenty or in want. 13 I can do all this 
through him who gives me strength. 

14 Yet it was good of you to share in my troubles. 15 Moreover, as you Philippians 
know, in the early days of your acquaintance with the gospel, when I set out from 
Macedonia, not one church shared with me in the matter of giving and receiving, 
except you only; 16 for even when I was in Thessalonica, you sent me aid more than 
once when I was in need. 17 Not that I desire your gifts; what I desire is that more be 
credited to your account. 18 I have received full payment and have more than 
enough. I am amply supplied, now that I have received from Epaphroditus the gifts 
you sent. They are a fragrant offering, an acceptable sacrifice, pleasing to 
God. 19 And my God will meet all your needs according to the riches of his glory in 
Christ Jesus. 

20 To our God and Father be glory for ever and ever. Amen.
