Gospel-centered worship is also designed to include the 
participation of the entire assembly (including children).

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Service Notes | The Season of Advent | 
Advent is a Latin word that means “coming.” The season 
of Advent is the four-week period before Christmas that 
the church uses to remember the “coming” of Christ as 
the savior of the world.  

Today’s Theme | The Forerunner Prepares | 
God has always used messengers to prepare his people 
for what is coming. In the beginning of Mark’s gospel, we 
hear an account of the great forerunner of Christ—John 
the Baptizer. John’s job was to prepare the hearts of God’s 
people for what the Lamb of God was going to do. But 
John didn’t do this with a message of his own. He did it 
with a message from God. For centuries, God has 
continued to send forerunners in the footsteps of John—
people who continue to prepare the hearts of God’s people for Jesus’ coming.

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ORDER OF SERVICE 
Normally, no hymn of praise is sung during Advent and Lent. This practice accentuates 
the solemn and penitential nature of these seasons. This Advent, the Gloria is replaced by 
the gathering rite for the season. At the heart of this gathering rite is thought of waiting. 
The season of Advent is marked by waiting in anticipation for the coming of God’s Son in 
flesh and blood to be our Savior. It is in him we hope. It is for him we wait. It is to him we 
pray, “Come quickly, Lord.”

Second Reading | 2 Peter 3:8-14 | 
8 But do not forget this one thing, dear friends: With the Lord a day is like a 

thousand years, and a thousand years are like a day. 9 The Lord is not slow in 
keeping his promise, as some understand slowness. Instead he is patient with you, 
not wanting anyone to perish, but everyone to come to repentance. 

10 But the day of the Lord will come like a thief. The heavens will disappear with 
a roar; the elements will be destroyed by fire, and the earth and everything done in 
it will be laid bare.  

11 Since everything will be destroyed in this way, what kind of people ought you 
to be? You ought to live holy and godly lives 12 as you look forward to the day of God 
and speed its coming. That day will bring about the destruction of the heavens by 
fire, and the elements will melt in the heat. 13 But in keeping with his promise we 
are looking forward to a new heaven and a new earth, where righteousness dwells. 

14 So then, dear friends, since you are looking forward to this, make every effort 
to be found spotless, blameless and at peace with him.

C We remember Jesus, who will come at the end of time. None of us know what day 
that will be.  

 We hear his call to watch.  

C We light one Advent candle as a sign of our faithful watching and eager waiting.  

 Come quickly, Lord Jesus, come.

4 And so John the Baptist appeared in the 
wilderness, preaching a baptism of repentance for 
the forgiveness of sins. 5 The whole Judean 
countryside and all the people of Jerusalem went out 
to him. Confessing their sins, they were baptized by 
him in the Jordan River. 6 John wore clothing made 
of camel’s hair, with a leather belt around his 
waist, and he ate locusts and wild honey. 7 And this 
was his message: “After me comes the one more powerful than I, the straps of 
whose sandals I am not worthy to stoop down and untie. 8 I baptize you with water, 
but he will baptize you with the Holy Spirit.”
